A) First Choice Academy Request for Withdrawal of Application 
Brazell
Dr. Brazell stated that First Choice Academy requested to withdraw their application from consideration. 

Ms. Bounds moved to accept the request to withdraw the charter application of First Choice Academy.  Mr. Boyd seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Information Items
A) Academics Update 
Compton

Dr. Compton shared the current SAT and ACT senior cohort data.  The SCPCSD mean ACT and SAT scores exceeded the state means.  Dr. Compton highlighted Palmetto Scholars Academy as one of the highest scores in the state.  

Dr. Compton additionally shared academic trend data organized by school from the inception of the district.

B) District Impressions 
Smalley

Mr. Smalley shared that he has been surprised with the creativity and use of lean resources in the schools he has been able to visit.  He was happy to see that the school leaders he met seem data-driven and their ultimate concern was the best interest of the student.  In terms of the district office, his first impression of the team appears to be solution-oriented.  His vision is for this district to be a talent magnet, where the most talented people come to impact students. 
C) Future Board Development 
McLaurin

The regularly-scheduled December and January meeting dates were discussed as possible board development dates.  Mr. McLaurin requested the board members prioritize those dates and send him any suggestions of topics for the board to discuss.

Superintendent’s Report

Dr. Brazell gave an overview of the transition plan between himself and Mr. Smalley.  This will be Dr. Brazell’s last board meeting, and Mr. Smalley will be acting superintendent for the October board meeting.  September 28 is Mr. Smalley’s effective start date.

Dr. Brazell shared his concerns with the authorization practice of allowing planning committees to submit applications multiple times per year. He suggested that the board look at developing a policy to address this.

Dr. Brazell shared a tentative schedule for the school visits in conjunction with the October board meeting in Charleston.

Dr. Brazell shared financial data regarding local funding comparison between districts, compiled at the request of the board.
